Motherwell & District Pool League
Motherwell & District Pool League (MDPL) are affiliated to The Scottish Pool Association and teams play using “Blackball Rules” (Copy attached). The League season September and May

Players

League matches are normally played on a Wednesday night and comprise of 8 singles and 4 doubles. There are also various other cup competitions as well as singles/ doubles tournaments which members can enter.

Being affiliated to the SPA means that league members are entitled to enter national competitions and are also eligible for selection to the Motherwell “county” teams.

Teams

Teams will normally contain 10-15 players. 1 player will be captain and will act (where possible) as the team representative at league meetings etc. A vice-captain should also be appointed to act as his deputy. Some teams will also have an extra “official” to act as treasurer to collect team dues etc, but this can be done by the captain/ vice captain if required. This is purely an in-team decision and the league does have any input into this decision.

Matches

Matches will generally commence at 8pm and home teams will be expected to make the pool table available to the visiting team for practice 10 mins beforehand. The home team will pay for any table costs (although it is normal practice for the landlord/ owner to open the table). The home team must also provide food for the visitors. This will normally be along the lines of sandwiches, pies, chips……that kind of thing. This does not need to be provided in 1 leg cup ties or singles/doubles competitions.

Meetings

There are monthly “captains meetings” which are held on the 1st Monday of every month during the league season. Every captain is expected to attend the ones deemed “mandatory” and will have one vote each on any decisions to be made regarding how the league is run. There is also an AGM which is held every season, where all league/ team members can attend and have a vote on any issues. Dates and any agenda for any meetings will be confirmed during the season.
Monies

Team dues and any other entry fees will be collected at the monthly meetings.

The current structure is

Team registration - £20 per year

Player registration - £5 per year (£20 if entering the “Singles Series)
Monthly dues - £20 per team per month

All money taken in is used for prizes and Team benefits throughout the year

There are also a number of competitions run by the league and SPA which players and teams can enter. These are purely voluntary and entry fees are payable to the league secretary for any which you want to take part in.
